A multimetal hood with an antique patina was included to add 

an element of WOW to the space. A parge multi-burner stove, 

two large sinks, two dishwashers, and three waste receptacles 

were strategically located in multiple locations so family mem-

bers could use the space simultaneously.

In addition to that, three bathrooms were added,  bringing the total to 8 

bedroom suites. Unused attic spaces were opened, and dormers were 

added to the upper floor bedrooms to create taller ceilings.  This beautiful 

family lake house now serves as both an inviting and luxurious destination. 

The new design also included updat-

ing a second kitchen with state-of-

the-art appliances, which offers more room for the growing 

family to gather and enjoy each other’s company. 

The result of this remodel is a truly elongated kitchen that 

provides enough space for large gatherings. The lengthy 

rectangular island with seating for 5 creates a stunning 

focal point, and the entire first floor beautifully transitions 

each space, complimenting the next.
